The Organ Donor - Scene wise treatment

A fast moving screenplay first introduces the setting in an old Police Station in old Glasgow, Scotland. A brilliant, sincere Police Detective is singled out for receipt of a bizarre murderer’s gifts. Later, it moves on to New York with an accompanying personalization of the culprit. The story holds a mirror to his life and, ultimately moves on to answers to questions …and some, not. 

CHARACTERS

Detective Patrick Campbell, of Glasgow Metropolitan Police Dept. His father Rupert Campbell was also a policeman with Govan Hill Dept. in Glasgow before his death. (minor character)

Molly Saunders, intern assistant, Crime lab
Detective Sergeant Willis at the same Glasgow Metropolitan Police Dept.

Campbell’s investigative team: Paul Macgregor recent graduate of criminology, part time bobby.

Detective Sergeant Chambers of the Fort William Police Department reports three bodies found in a barn near Ben Nevis.

Sergeant Jimmy Chambers meets the team at Trossachs, near Ben Nevis.

Assistant Superintendent Flockhart enters with the scene of Professor Robertson’s murder. 

William (Billy) Burns 27 year old rookie/police trainee, suspect. 

Glen Sullivan is former Black Watch Sergeant Major aged 45, suspect.

Dr. Henry Halstead, chief medical examiner.

Part 1

Glasgow Detective Inspector Patrick Campbell is described as dour and ordinary looking, of medium height and build, clean but shabby, including old overcoat and tartan thrift shop add-ons. Was youngest 22 year old detective for maximum number of successfully prosecuted arrests 24 years ago. Obsessive natured. Likes to walk. A man of habit.

Starting Scene: A package sitting on his desk with his name. Could be an IRA bomb. The bomb squad called and busy police station building emptied. The squad investigate. No bomb. Campbell and his fellow officers congregated yards near precinct. When found safe, the bomb squad officers take the package to the Evidence & Crime Lab.
Campbell relates how he found it on his desk. Forensics open the packing. The first layer is bubble wrap.  Ziploc bag inside has a pair of eyes swimming in formaldehyde. A folded note attached to the outside. “I’ve had my eyes on you.”

 Campbell calls it a day. Goes home to views of Glasgow, with River Clyde.

The next day, Campbell calls  34 year old Molly Saunders, an attractive medical intern at Crime lab. Molly informs that the eyes have been sent to an outside lab for DNA testing, not expecting a report soon. Campbell goes for a walk away from the precinct when his pager buzzes. Rushes back to the Station at Rotten Row. 

Summoned to Detective Sergeant Willis’s stuffy office. Willis is in his early sixties. Very Scots. A second package upstairs. Urges Campbell to move on – “laddie!.” A human heart . A note with it “In matters of the heart you need to find out who is the owner.” Puzzle pieces one by one? Molly informs that the new mitochondrial DNA procedure takes weeks. Campbell worries that lab would report no usable trace evidence or identifiable DNA and no fingerprints. Murderer is intelligent madman. Campbell agonizes about telling the media - the Herald, Scotsman or other local newspapers. Public need to know to report suspicious behavior.  

Campbell decides on a small task force made up 4-5 officers, possibly fresh cadets, including himself. Worries about budget requirements. 
Willis limits team to three cadets and one officer. Willis wishes to be kept informed before selection. Campbell sifts through CVs. First - 20 year old criminology graduate of 3 months from Glasgow, Paul Macgregor  - part time bobby on probation. Second, a female Junior Officer Skye Menzies aged 28 years, lives near Glasgow Cathedral. Latent finger and footprint expert, Master’s degree in forensic science. Third - former Barrister turned bobby Ewan Torrance, 26 years old. A rapist he prosecuted was freed on flimsy evidence and subsequently killed his wife. Depression and heavy drinking until rapist died mysteriously. Torrance let go by his legal firm. Joined as police constable in the evidence room at the 27th precinct in Govan. Fourth - 44 year old, former police public relations officer George Ogilvy, seasoned officer. Legendary interviewing and interrogation skills. 
Ogilvy had identified dishonest officers and paid the price for it. He had crossed the thin blue line for the police – snitching on fellow officers. His honesty therefore cannot be doubted. 
 
When he goes home Campbell nearly trips over brown paper parcel addressed to him. Molly picks up at Crime lab while he gets his special polydactyl gloves on, to investigate. Molly asks him to wait. Confers with her supervisor, Dr. Martin MacKay. In ten minutes Dr. MacKay arrives with forensic support techs, X-ray and officers sounding police siren. But Campbell has already looked inside. Dr. Mackay annoyed.

Human liver on ice inside Ziploc. Note to Detective Campbell - “I hope you like this, I de-liver.” Cambell’s building and apartment combed by techs and officers, fingerprint powder. Evidence container labeled - Liver/item #2113-456-03: 03/24/1995. Campbell decides to call the case the Organ Donor. Falls asleep fully dressed. Awakes and rushes to the stationhouse for 8 a.m. looking disheveled and tired. The Blood Evidence Lab report notes that each specimen is from a different victim - blood types did not match. Organs from different people. Work of a serial killer. 

Next Scene: Sergeant Willis involved in team selection. Refers to last night’s package, comes up with ‘Trojan Horse’ theory. Queries sex of the perpetrator. Campbell notes the “aggressive nature of these crimes,” Team selection agreed upon. Willis obtains approval from police top brass. 

Anatomy report confirms organs had been removed with a sharp knife or scalpel and lifted out intact. Someone with medical training? Campbell phones for the three cadets and one detective to come to the stationhouse in basement headquarters assigned for the Organ Donor case. Mentions selection criteria, briefs them on developments, warning about the perceived difficulty and dangers.  All agree to join, voiced through spokesman Ogilvy. 
Campbell awakes to cold, dark Glasgow morning. Campbell and Officer Menzies are familiar with geographical profiling. Eight divisions and subdivisions of the Strathclyde Police District identified for operations. Detective Sergeant Chambers of the Fort William Police Department calls to report three bodies in a barn discovered by hikers to Ben Nevis mountain. 

Bodies were of a young boy seated beside a woman and a man. All three mutilated. A smart aleck  note on the boy covers where his testicles have been hacked. Note was addressed to Campbell.
Team leave for the Trossachs in the Highlands on the M-1 before the rush hour. Arrive at a gravel road. Police vehicles, a forensic lab truck and the coroner’s wagon parked. Approached by Sergeant Jimmy Chambers. Campbell enters the barn, the bodies sit around a picnic table. Death at different times, slashed, with “ligature marks on their hands and ankles,” – Chambers.  Menzies studies each despite the stench. Liver was from the woman, with makeup applied after. The man is missing his heart. Tape residue around their eyes and mouth. Boy’s eyes still taped. 

Ogilvy observes re killer’s intelligence and familiarity with forensics and police investigations. Campbell peels off boy’s eye tape  - eyeballs missing. He knows who each of the three organs came from.  Someone with knowledge of police work.. 

 “Aye, let’s have your lads process the rest of this scene and take the bodies”  (to Glasgow). Chambers grumbles but Campbell will collaborate from Glasgow. 

The five officers gather in the appointed basement on return to Glasgow, deciding to pull missing person’s files while Campbell goes to brief Sergeant Willis. Campbell studies files in the station. Brew master from Elgin - Martin Bass, 56 years old, wife reported missing after day and half when teetoller, regular for home dinner, did not return. Then, 12 year old boy Jimmy Hume, from Old Town off of Princes Street. Lived with his older brother, sister and recently widowed mother who reported him missing after school. Third file of  Mary Pettiworth, 36 year old hairdresser, missing for two days before her boyfriend reported. 
DNA and blood from the organs will be checked with the families. Campbell dreads contacting them. He wants to consult Dr.Graham Robertson, professor of psychology at the University of Glasgow, first known when Campbell had been a criminal justice major 23 years earlier. They will meet at 8.00 the next day. Leaves prof’s contact details on his desk and leaves late. 

Next scene: The killer

Evening. Man’s feet walking on campus, to Professor Robertson’s office.  Prof at work late at his desk. Knocks - maintenance wanting to clean.  Robertson opens the door.  Sweeps to the spot behind the professor. Takes out a scalpel from his pocket, pulls prof’s head back and cuts his throat from ear to ear. Blood sprays out, killer takes care to stay out of its direction. Through the slit between collar bone to sternum digestive organs removed and set on the desk. Killer cleans, writes and leaves message.  
Next day, the five officers meet in the basement command centre. Campbell gets quietly away to go to his 8.00 o’clock meeting with the prof.  No reply. Finally, tries the doorknob.  Prof in the position he had been killed in. Mouth is open and tongue missing, intestines and stomach on the desk. Note on forehead. “The Professor no longer had the guts to see you today, detective.” How did the killer know that Campbell would come here? Behind him, Robertson’s secretary screams. 

Campbell calls crime squad. Asks to secure the scene – no one should enter.  Assistant Superintendent Flockhart arrives. Flockhart aware that the prof was Campbell’s friend and sometimes mentor. Flockhart will supervise the case hands on, he informs. Cambell leaves. Flockhardt, graying at the temples, experienced and dependable, wears tailored uniform and likes the ladies. Ex wife and daughter in Paris. 

When he returns to basement, his team already know. Ogilvy suggests they go to the pub. Torrance – how is the killer always a step ahead? Menzies wonders if it is a woman?” Medical examiner’s preliminary report arrives, confirming identities of those killed. Killer had to move bodies to the barn one by one on some transport. “Pettiworth’s cosmetics applied post mortem,”  -  Macgregor. Campbell grieves, goes home. 

Campbell arrives to pick up his desk phone. Recording claiming Menzies’ kidnap. “be at Kelvin Grove Park on the corner of Byres Road and Dumbarton in one hour. Ogilvy, Torrance and Macgregor entering as he exits. He asks about Menzies. No one has seen her - he reveals the content of the recording. He will go alone. The three asked not to report, for Menzies’ safety.  Campbell drives to Kelvin Grove Park, northwest Glasgow. Parks, checks time, sees note pinned to tree.  A map of the area of the barn crime scene, red X on the right hand. Given eight hours to reach. 

Campbell back in van, back to village near Trossachs. Noticed a lightning rod on top of another old barn.  Enters through broken lock on the barn door. Rotting hay. Trapdoor exposed on floor.  Pulled up the door and called her name. Whimper below. Shone flashlight in the dark steps, a  room. Faint sound of distressed woman’s voice, tripped over a small tape recorder. Trap door slams shut. Runs back up. Trapped, with smoke from above. Hears a laugh. .
Man’s voice - “Where there’s smoke there’s fire, detective!” Flames. ash and smoldering hay. Campbell gasps, lungs burn. A large pillar falls, pinning him. Breaths into handkerchief. Dies. 

Next Scene: Best man down

Fire brigade find Campbell’s charred body. With police baton and ID card. 

Small melted metal parts of  electronic remote sensors scattered in barn. Sensor used to distance lock barn doors. Campbell’s remains taken to the morgue in Fort William. Glasgow police informed
Flockhart goes from Glasgow with the chief medical examiner to collect Detective Inspector Campbell’s remains for burial. The team inform Sergeant Willis re death, that Menzies is also missing. Willis angry re not being informed, but focuses on finding Menzies.  Willis sends Torrance to the park, Macgregor to work the phones, Ogilvy to keep him informed. Talks to Assistant Superintendent Flockhart on his return. Flockhart calls a press conference to announce the bizarre organ packages and that the investigating detective has been lured and murdered. Also, disappearance of a policewoman. Ogilvy mentions  the Organ Donor.

Crowds at the entrance stop Macgregor, Torrance and Ogilvy; they go to the pub to drown their sorrows. Skye was to marry in a month. Her body is found the next day on the ground by a tree in Queens Park. Naked, with left ring finger cut off. Note attached to the body: Officer Campbell went to find her but just wound up in flames. Beautiful Officer Menzies couldn’t stomach being rescued. I like the moniker  - The Organ Donor

Three officers arrive at the spot of Menzies’ body. Coroner turns the body over to reveal Ziploc with her stomach packed in ice. Small recorder next to it. Recorded message:  “This is The Organ Donor speaking, Officers Macgregor, Ogilvy and Torrance don’t be surprised. I was at the press conference. I’m interested in everyone involved in my games, especially the police. Since I removed Detectives Campbell and Menzies, you are the only officers remaining, so I wish you luck. I am closer than you think. My remote toys worked like a charm in that barn. I can listen to his screams as often as I like. Officer Menzies has already lost her finger and her lunch. I sent a message on her beeper, pretending to be her fiancé, asking her to meet me after work. Isn’t technology grand? She didn’t disappoint. I will never forget the terror in her eyes. She was indeed the best looking ‘game piece’. If you want answers, start looking among yerselves. Happy hunting, I’ll be waiting, I always win!”

At the end, the device self destructs. Willis suggests asking FBI help. Profiling needed. Lab investigation required. Behavioral Science Lab in Quantico, Virginia, responds with profile of The Organ Donor. White male psychopath, late twenties to early forties; probably lives alone in remote home- his probable operations base. Obsessive, careful planner. Knowledge of  electronics and dissection and of anatomy. Trained in taxidermy = mortician, nurse, or butcher? Pharmaceutical knowledge used to immobilize and move persons. Sets fires, knowledge of police procedures. Organized serial offender who may have no prior arrests other than misdemeanor. Lies low. As they leave and Flockhart attempts to enter his car, he feels a prick on back of his neck, a voice saying he is caught. 

Next scene: Man wipes the blood from steel gurney. Another basement. The man picks up unconscious Flockhart and places him on the gurney, straps him tight around wrists and ankles while paralyzed. Goes off to breakfast, a nap, reading and writing memoirs.

Three task force members go to Assistant Superintendent Flockhart as scheduled. Flockhart not come to the station. They talk to Willis re suspicion that it may be an officer. Decide with him, to quietly begin investigating. Sort through files of all. First suspect is 27 year old rookie/police trainee William (Billy) Burns, raised in the Trossachs, where three of the victims were found. A butcher before joining police. Obsessed with serial killing cases.
Next - Former Black Watch Sergeant Major aged 45 employed for 16 years. Glen Sullivan since released. Muscular; tall, strong athletic man participated in Highland games. Brutal. Hobbies -  hunting and taxidermy. 

Team wait for Flockhart then leave message at the Duty Station and leave late enough to wish maintenance man. 

Assistant Superintendent Flockhart has regained consciousness, captive in a remote basement. Hears voice on the intercom blaring in. “wondering where you are? You are my guest -  the Organ Donor” His lips are sewn. The killer continues to tease Flockhart physically and emotionally. Finally, enters the basement. Flockhart’s eyes register recognition. Killer describes details of how he physically abused Menzies and kept her ring.

He slowly cuts into Flockhart, He removes his heart and shows it to him, as his sight fades. Carries Flockhart’s body to the van and drives off. 
It is the day after. Ogilvy, Torrance, and Macgregor interview Officer trainee William Burns. They ask if he will take a lie detector test. He wonders why, but agrees. Passes. Next, it is Major Glen Sullivan’s turn. Sullivan is cocky – will take any blood test. Passes. 

A patrolman rings to report another mutilated body in a Kingston park. Torrance takes call, all three react extremely. They go to the headless body without hands and feet. Policemen are sent out to search the area. Policeman finds a head on the rocks lining the river. Separately, there is the brain in the ice filled Ziploc with a note. Torrance picks it up. “No brain in his head.” Hands and feet were not found. All expect it to be Flockhart.
Macgregor thought of talking to medical examiner, Dr. Henry Halstead at station morgue. He is asked to take an inventory of morgue equipment. Dr. Halstead calls back with a list of missing items - several scalpels and a bone saw. The missing report had been filed was sent to the mailroom, where it stayed. The team have a lead – someone with access to the morgue possibly after closing time. 

Funerals are held. 
Next scene: At large

Man in janitorial uniform prepares to leave killer’s home. Focus on ID badge: Sterling Angus Patterson. Takes trolley to work. Flashback: father teaching him embalming at age 10 in home mortuary. Sitting by mother’s bedside as she dies. Show teenager rigging wires; fire in mortuary engulfs his father. 
Sterling has glanced at the table where 2 police files were selected for clearance. He plants severed finger of Menzies along with a bloody rag in Sullivan’s locker. All are asked to open their lockers for a routine check and it is discovered. Sullivan taken into custody, the rag  contains Flockhart’s genetic material. 
Sullivan arrested and sent to lock-up. Media attention in the case. Garret McCoy will defend Sullivan. Police and public feel strongly against Sullivan because of his seeming bluster, strong arm tactics and love of drink (pub favorite). Those willing to testify in favor of Sullivan are pub regulars – wrong image. Sullivan convicted to serve six consecutive 25 to life sentences, to be served in Barlinnie Maximum Security Prison. 
Sterling watches. Decides to leave for foreign shores. Applies for a work visa to the U.S. Decides on New York City.

Next Scene: Sterling steps off BA 747 at New York’s JFK Airport. Does a dance step as he leaves the airport to “Going to the Country” by Canned Heat on MP3 Player. 
Boards a bus for the city. Images of New York skyline. Gets to Times Square. Hails a cab. Short conversation with cab driver. Gets to small hotel.

Scene 1 - Sterling house hunts, settles for 2-bed house with basement. Repairs and refurbishes on his own. Turns basement into operating theater. Stocks scalpels, saw, bucket and tub, sinks, steel tables with restraints, medicine cabinet. Refs from Scotland Municipality get s him janitor’s job in with New York Met Police Station on 15th precinct. 

Athletic, tall Detective Sgt. Martin Navarro 39 years old. Single now. Partner Andy Rifkin, black also with NYPD for 15 years. Now in homicide, Spanish accent. Capt Louis Baker his superior. 6 children, 2 with NYPD, wife. 

Brown paper package for Det. Navarro on desk in squad room. Opens with surgical gloves. Pair of eyes in Ziploc inside a box. Message: Open the package to see what this chap cannot. Happy hunting. Captain, everyone  looks. Lab techs arrive. Dr. Herbert Glass for collateral testing. 

Eyes are from Christopher X, ex druggie, homeless,  who sells bootleg videos , invited home by Sterling. Quickly stunned with blackjack.  Young man revives in basement. Sterling all powerful., talks to victim. Torture and extracts right eye first. Testicles out. Watches Christopher’s video,  Cooks Shepherd’s pies with body fat. Delivered to canteen where policemen unknowingly eat them. 
At 15th precinct, office cam checked. Missing from locked drawer. Captain orders investigation re who has access. 

Sterling picks up another young man – Goth with makeup, hitchhiker Billy from Pennsylvanian Amish, now New Jersey, chafes at parental restrictions. Both exchange personal information, goes to Sterling’s for a meal. 
Package delivered by teen with Navarro’s name, downstairs at precinct. Dr. Glass called in. One fresh human lung. Note: Takes your breath away.
Anna Wadsworth left Scotland aged 4 with her mother Mary who left her father to live in Paris. Mary confided before her death that the young girl back in Scotland who had carried her father’s child had pleaded with her to adopt the baby, now Anna, loved by her mother. 30ish Anna aspires to be an actress, gets by with earnings from prostitution.  

Meets new client in his home at 11.00 at night, average looking man - Sterling. Scottish accent. Sterling had looked up records and extracted confession from Flockhart before death, found that Anna was Flockhart’s daughter who had gone to Paris, now in New York and in the trade before he engaged her officially. Sterling was celibate, having experimented as a youth with mortuary bodies of young girls – necrophiliac.  Also, Skye Menzies in Scotland. 
Anna impressed with Sterling’s home, his courtesy. Asks about her French accent. The basement contraptions await Anna, but he likes her down to earth demeanor. She explains her charges. He accepts all expenses, explains his celibacy. Both sip champagne, have sex, Sterling is surprised at himself. Sterling opens up his home as she leaves to shower and change and go to acting class. 

Next Scene: the male lung traced to young transient Christopher X in village. Captain Baker favors asking for FBI profile from Dr. Greg Jordan. Jordan calls in 5 days. Has asked around and heard from police in Scotland. Mentions sensational press for the Organ Donor. Baker communicates all with detectives. Regretfully mentions wrong conviction of Sullivan. They call Glasgow Metropolitan Police. Speak to Sgt. Macgregor.  
Navarro getting through papers, another parcel, a tape. Voice addresses him by name. Mentions himself as the Organ Donor:  “I donate organs to the police. I left some in Glasgow. Came across the pond. I hope you enjoyed the donations I have already sent you. If you can see your way to catching me, you will breathe easier. I often wish I’d kept that female officer’s ring finger but I always donate my work. I have a new interest now taking up most of my time, and may retire.”

Finally talk to Macgregor, Ogilvy and Torrance the next day. Mention of finger trophy proves they had wrongly convicted Sullivan. 

Sterling and Anna’s relationship advances. She wins a small part in a play. He has installed listening devices in precinct squad room.  Unknown to Sterling, police officers from Glasgow arrive in N.Y,. and in the squad room. Leave for hotel after meet with NYPD detectives. Next day, missing persons files searched. Identify Amish family and missing William Ragsdale. Parents give blood for DNA test. 
Sterling does not want Anna to know about basement. Finds storeroom in the city to move contraptions out.  Has a brush with the meter maid who gives his car a ticket. Briefly experiences his old moods as he also considers the three visiting policemen from Glasgow but goes home to Anna who soothes him. 

Officers meet regularly at the precinct. They can see that the serial killer’s urges are less. Closer to identifying that it had to be a police employee in Glasgow, and possibly in the precinct here. All wish the janitor as they leave. He turns his head away, shocked. 
Anna’s play discontinued. He sympathizes, proposes marriage. Takes out a ring from his long dead mother (Anna’s biological mother) given to his mortician father. Puts it on Anna’s finger. Anna is ecstatic. The next day they go for a premarital blood test. Both test AB negative, a rare combination.  They are married on their own at city hall, with Anna in a lace wedding gown and veil. Leave for Los Angeles the next day. Do movie studio and acting related sightseeing. 

Return to NY in two weeks. Sterling growing disguise with mustache and beard, colored contacts. At home, asks for more information re Anna’s family. She tells him. He presses about her biological mother but he does not reveal anything. On his own, he recalls his childhood, the solitude, the embarrassment about his father, his mortification when his friend refused to go to his birthday. Sterling remembers how he lured the boy and killed him with Thallium, inflicting a painful death. 

The NYPD team check the recent hires at the precinct, the disappearance in The Village of the vagabond Christopher X., his drug convictions. His report is a match for the eyes. They compare with the killing methods in Scotland. The notes, the patterns are the same.
Next Scene - Anna suggests a picnic in Central Park. Sterling listens to the squad room recordings, congratulating himself. At the picnic Anna tells Sterling she is pregnant. Sterling is busy thinking about the genes they share, and is not as happy as he should be. Now Anna reveals her family history, that her father was the Assistant Superintendent in the Glasgow Police but was murdered last year by a serial killer. She expresses her horror. Sterling is disturbed and resolves to leave New York. He decides to double check about their relationship with his mother’s hair from the ring. 
Sterling decides to clean out the storeroom with his equipment of death in the city. Sterling remembers the meter maid who had given him a ticket outside on the road. He follows finds out about her work hours, her family and follows her. He waylays Sherry Mason the meter maid, setting her up with his official  New York janitorial van. She recognizes it and him from the last time. Sterling argues with her. As she turns around to write the ticket, he jabs her jugular with a prefilled syringe. He drags her into an alley and into the killing storeroom, ties her with the restraints. 

Sherry Mason recovers consciousness. Sterling reveals that he knows who she is. He plays, tortures and kills her, getting the old thrill. He cuts her up and dissolves the body parts in acid, preserving her tongue which he packs with a message: the woman owner was left at a loss for words. Sterling signs off as The organ Donor. 

The officers came on TV, talking of the trans-Atlantic killer. Sterling and Anna watch, and he informs her that he plans for them to leave the city in the morning. Anna is reluctant, and wants details. Sterling is abrupt. He has decided on Paris. 

Next Scene - Navarro collects the fax form Glasgow, mentioning 3 women and a man who had left employment. The man is Sterling Angus Patterson, who has travelled to the US through Kennedy airport. His name matches with a name on the recent hires at NYPD. They ask for a match with the most recent package with a tongue in Ziploc. 

A fellow officer’s wife, the meter maid, is missing. 

It is the next morning and Anna is trying to deal with Sterling’s disturbed mood. They leave for the airport, but three teenagers on a joyride in a stolen car crash into them. Sterling is grievously injured and is taken to hospital. The police find their airline tickets in Sterling’s van, his name matches the name on the post office post box from where the last brown paper package was sent – Jeremy Jensen. The license number of the van led to Sterling Angus Patterson. 
The police had their man. 

They traced the storeroom and the meter maid’s remains in the acid tub. But, Anna, in the same hospital, had survived. Sterling – Jeremy Jensen, had nearly not. They discover Sterling’s listening devices, why he had decided to leave. They trace the injured couple and find that Anna is pregnant. A DNA test is needed, to link to the storeroom DNA. 

The police have to break a locked metal box, find the lock of hair, Jeremy’s birth certificate. He is the boy the same age as Sterling, whom Sterling had killed., their marriage certificate and Anna Flockhart’s birth certificate. The names, the DNA all match. Sterling and Anna’s genetic relationship is revealed. The police teams wonder if Anna is complicit in Sterling’s murders, specially so when Anna survives and Sterling does not. 

Anna grieves, weeping  when she sees Sterling’s preserved body. He is cremated. 

Next Scene - Months later, she is questioned by the officers from Glasgow. She does not condemn her dead husband, saying she is innocent, talking of him lovingly. They put the pressure on, revealing that he was the murderer of the meter maid the night before they left for the airport. Anna expresses shock. They reveal that he was the murderer of her father. She is truly shocked, and has to go back to hospital under guard. 
The Scottish officers have searched Sterling’s home and discovered that he moved the killing room to the city storeroom. They wonder again about whether he did try to protect Anna, keep everything from her. But when she comes out of hospital again, a new officer is assigned to speak to her. This is Susan. At home, Anna cries when she sees Sterling's clothes in their closet. 
During this interrogation, Anna has to reveal her childhood, and says she is aware that her biological mother married a mortician in Scotland. The NYPD team tell her that that mortician was Sterling’s father. She finds out about their close relationship, now wonders if Sterling had selected her that first day because he was aware of her identity (he was). She is informed that she is still a suspect. Susan Wilkes stays with her. 

At home, Anna overdoses on Phenobarbital in the bathroom. And slips into a coma. She revives, and resolves to be a good mother – she is to have twins. 
Anna’s last message to Susan Wilkes is to thank her:

I am writing to thank you because of the kindness you showed to me during and after the interrogation and for the flowers you sent while I was in the hospital. We (I and my twin babies) are all in good health. I am still under the care of my doctors but hope to finish soon and resume life on my own once more but my greatest fear is that we will never be allowed to escape this horror.

Anna has gone back to her birth surname. She has denied her relationship with and marriage to Sterling.
